Minutes of 1993 Annual General Meeting


Douglas College, May 22, 1993





1. Call to Order: The meeting was convened at 3:05 pm by President Serge Kaminski.

2. Reading of Minutes of 1992 Annual General Meeting. Motion to adopt minutes as read moved by Cabanas, seconded by Kanester. Passed unanimously. (All motions below are passed unanimously except as noted.) 





3. Reports by Officers:





3 (a) President's report: Our president noted that 1992-93 had been a year typified by weakness in Vancouver, but strong in other regions.  Activity was also strong among juniors, cadets and the Junior Scholastic system of tournaments.  He noted that Gary Basanta earned the FIDE Master title at the Canadian Closed and particularly thanked Lynn Stringer, Jim Kanester, Elaine Humphrey, Dan Myers and Harold Daykin for their efforts in junior organizing. BC Junior Development Fund:  The BCJDF was voted into existance 22 May, 1992 at the BCCF AGM to foster and promote scholastic chess at the grass-roots level; to attract and build up a base of new junior chess players.








3 (b) Treasurer's report: see attached.





3 (c) Regional VP's reports: Nick Taylor reported on last years' tournaments, including junior events. George Hara (report read by the president) reported on the Okanogan Grand Prix and junior events held.  Lynn Stringer reported on Vancouver Island events such as the (cancelled) June Rapid tournament, and scheduled Labour Day Open.  She also noted that there had been 70-80 new juniors with ratings during 1992-93.





3 (d) Junior Coordinator's report (read by the president - Harold Daykin was in Edmonton at the National Scholastic Championships).  600 juniors took part in the various regional scholastic championships, with BC finishing second behind Quebec and ahead of Ontario in the National Scholastic tournament for 1992.  The 1992 Canadian Cadet Championship  was held in Nanaimo, organized by Cliff Marcil and directed by Jonathan  Berry.  Under the sponsorship of the Park Royal Merchants Association,  a BC-Washington Junior match was held which was unfortunately won by the Washington juniors.  Problem areas were identified as high school  and girls' chess.  It was noted that the Prince George Chess Club wants to make a bid to host the 1994 Canadian Junior Championship.





Finally, Mr Daykin wishes to recommend the following for 'Coach of the Year': John Tan (Armstrong), Wanda Mahony (Qualicum), Barbara Mikulec (Vancouver) and George Hara (Kamloops).





3 (e) Northern Junior Coordinator's report: Jim Kanester noted that chess has been included in the BC Winter Games to be held February 1994.

5. NEW BUSINESS:


a) Motion 1 re: Bylaws.  Moved (Kaminski / Cabanas) that "Section 21 (Signing Authority) be amended to read as follows:





The Board shall from time to time determine by resolution the signing officer(s) for any and all cheques, bills of exchange or other orders for the payment of money, notes, or other evidence of indebtedness issued in the name of the Society."





The president noted that his motion was to correct an omission in current bylaws and not planned to change current procedures. 


MOTION CARRIED BY OVER 75% OF THOSE PRESENT.





b) Motion 2: Moved Kaminski / Moore "That the BCCF cease association with, and financial support of, Counterplay Publishing Association as of 23 May 1993."





Mover's comments: Counterplay magazine mostly gets produced as a result of the efforts of two or three core people plus three or four others.  He noted that the motion was as much for  discussion as anything else but that the present magazine  setup was done mostly by Messrs Kaminski and Holmes.





Cabanas (president Counterplay Publishing Association) noted that if the motion was passed it was irreversible due to its effect on Counterplay.  He also asked if the various functions could be performed in some other way.  Mr Planas noted that  timeliness - particularly of tournament ads was the key to Counterplay in most readers' minds.  Judging by the meetings' reaction, this was indeed the consensus of those present.  


VOTE: 1 for, 20+ against.  Motion DEFEATED.





c) A request by the Interior VP that the BCCF sponsor an ad in Kamloops    municipal flyer covering Interior and Northern BC sporting events.  Cost:  $135 for 1/2 page ad, $235 for full page ad.





Motion: (Berry/Kanester) "That the BCCF authorize funding of matching funds up to $62.50 as a test case towards Kamloops local flier, money to bereimbursed on receipt of copy of ad and receipt by the Executive."


MOTION CARRIED.





6. ELECTION OF CHESS FEDERATION OF CANADA GOVERNORS.


7 Positions Available for election:  the following were all elected  by acclamation: Jonathan Berry, Francisco Cabanas, Lyle Craver, Serge Kaminski, Jim Kanester, John Lancaster, Lynn Stringer.








7. NEW BUSINESS (continued):


d) BC Chess Foundation: Moved Cabanas/Kanester "that the interest earned by the BC Chess Foundation be paid to the BC Chess Federation on an annual basis" 





MOTION PASSED 10-5.  (Mrs Stringer noted that this meant $335.00 to be paid for 1992-93)





e) Tournament Directors: a discussion was held on how best to recognize tournament directors and recruit more.  The pros & cons of directors' fees were discussed - no final consensus was reached.





f) Keres Memorial Memorabilia: It was announced that the BCCF (as sponsors of the annual Keres Memorial tournaments) is interested in receiving donations of any and all memorabilia concerning either the late Grandmaster Paul Keres, the Vancouver  International Tournament 1976 (predecessor of the Keres Memorial tournaments) or the Keres Memorial tournaments themselves.





g) Northern BC Chess Association: to the best knowlege of the current BCCF executive, the Northern BC Chess Association ahs long been inactive.  A    previous motion concerning payment of a rebate on memberships collected    by the NBCCA was noted - the motion was that these rebates were to be paid    upon receipt of minutes and a financial statement from the NBCCA and that these documents have -not- been received by the BCCF.





h) BC Closed Qualifiers: Moved (Kaminski/Kanester) "that one dollar per player in each Qualifying Event for the BC Closed Championship be remitted by each organizer to the BCCF, and that these funds be designated towards the BC Closed Championship prize fund of that year."  


MOTION PASSED.





i) Moved (Kaminski/Planas) "that the Travel Fund be limited to $500/player (including entry fees) per event or actual amount if less)"





It being noted that a quorum no longer existed, the motion was withdrawn.





8. Moved (Kaminski/Craver) adjournment with next Annual General Meeting to be held May 21, 1994.
