Appendix 1 – President’s report

President's Report 2022-2023
Much of this year’s chess activity has followed the same pattern as last year – our regular events have achieved record attendance or reached site capacity, most notably the BC Open in February which at 316 entrants is now the largest weekend tournament ever in this province. Juniors still predominate but there is a sizeable group, encouraged by the disappearance of public health restrictions, who are exploring ‘real’ events after playing online during the pandemic. It appears chess is more popular now than at any time since the Fischer boom in the 1970s.

What has changed since last May is the proliferation of new associations and organizers who are promoting chess and running tournaments. Longtime organizers Victoria Chess and Chess2Inspire have now been joined by Vancity Chess, Fraser Valley Chess Academy, Penny Chess Club, Lulu Island Chess, BC Junior Chess Association, and the Canadian Chess Society (apologies if I overlooked anyone). This has resulted in a steep increase in the number of events being offered, particularly of one-day rapids. At the moment it is hard to find a weekend where competitive chess is not being played somewhere in the province. Scheduling has become an issue, but one assumes this is a good problem to have.

Since the BCCF membership model is based on per player tournament fees, with record turnouts and numbers of events the BCCF is doing extremely well financially, and could easily afford to consider increased spending. Apart from funding our normal championships and events, funding to support BC representative Ryan Yang in the Canadian Championship was also provided. 

On a personal note I have now been president for nine years and it is time for me to step down in favour of leadership with a fresh vision for the future. My thanks to all the hard-working executives over the years who made my job that much easier.
