Appendix 1 – President’s report
I would like to thank our executive for a very successful year.  Tournament participation was up 50% compared to last year.  Curiously, attendance at large tournaments such as the BC Open, BCYCC and Grand Pacific Open has been down about 15% but that was more than made up for by smaller events, especially one-day Rapid events.  Financially, the BCCF is in good shape.

Zachary Liu, Teodulfo Nones, Ethan Song and Jingyun (Ryan) Yang achieved National Master titles this year.  Six of our members achieved National Arbiter status.  We no longer have a shortage of NAs, at least in Vancouver and Victoria.  A well-attended FA seminar and exam was run by Aris Marghetis.  Those arbiters now need to satisfy several norms by overseeing FIDE rated events. 

I would like to congratulate our BC Champions Neil Doknjas (BC Closed), Arpak Mohammed Qanee Worya and Reza Sardari (BC Senior co-champions), Joyce Zhang (BC Women’s Champion) and Jingyun (Ryan) Yang (BC Junior Champion and Canadian Junior Champion).

BC Teams outdid themselves this past year, bringing home the national Chess Challenge Championship and winning the annual Intermat junior match against Washington State and both the Washington and Alberta Team matches.

Chess in the Okanagan is continuing to make slow but steady progress with a repeat of the Okanagan Open, a new Rapid tournament in Salmon Arm and an upcoming rapid tournament in Kelowna.

Your executive held two working meetings in between last year’s AGM and now (8 October and 10 March).  

Objectives for 2024/2025

Increase support for championships and representation by BC players in national championships and matches.

Continue to develop NAs aspiring to FA titles.

Continue to promote competitive chess outside of Greater Vancouver and Victoria.

Promote widespread access to local chess news through our website, bulletin and Facebook page.

Help the 2025 Canadian Open organization to make the Canadian Open a memorable occasion.
